With the sense of wonder and relish for life common to young people, this book teaches the water
cycle better than any other explanation that could be offered. This is a masterful portrayal of change

through seasons of discovery, experienced through the eyes, hands, and breaths of children.

While it’s about the water cycle and explores the concept
of transformation in so many ways | never even considered, it's about more than that. Reading this
book is a great starting point to talking about how concepts and things change over time and the
author helps us jump start that with even discussing apples and the way even something as solid as
an apple can transform from an apple to apple cider. And ofcourse no picture book is complete
without amazing pictures and the pictures in here are exceptional, the illustrator includes small
details like a snake that finds his way through the children’s world, and other small details that keep
