As a science teacher | find this set to be a complete waste of money. It claims to give you all you

need to do some fun experiments using simple household items to supplement the kit. But none of



the necessary 'household items’ are really practical. For example, it calls for a 4 foot PVC pipe,
which is hardly a household item. It does include a recipe to add baking soda to vinegar and also
soda to an aka seltzer (both of which make an exploding volcano type thing), but doesn’t include
those items and they are well known science experiments that you can easily find on the internet.
Nothing in this book offered any new science insight at all, nor did it offer useful science items. My
kit included a teaspoon measurer, a pair of goggles, and a plastic beaker. Don’t waste your money.

You can find everything here for free on the internet or a book from your library.

It's not really a kit. It's a book with science experiments of interest to kids. The kit part is just
measuring cups and goggles. My kids were interested in the ice-lens, for example, but it requires
you to freeze water in your own bowl. | wish they had provided a structure designed to be a lens.
Most of the experiments required items not found around the house, things you’d have to go the
hardware store to get. My kids, ages 6 and 8, didn’t have the patience for this. They had hoped that
the kit would contain enough items to do at least one of the experiments.The presentation in the
book is good. I just think it should be sold as a book, a book you can read through and buy the
things needed for the experiments, rather than marketed as a kit. We already have measuring cups.

They should have provided less common items and asked the reader to provide measuring cups.
Given as a Christmas gift and child was thrilled. Dad helped child do one of the experiments almost
immediately and both were happy with the results. Am thinking about purchasing another for my
grandson. Great gift!!
